DIRECTORS
Dr. John Broman, professor of music and director of choral activities, is in his twenty-ninth year of teaching at the University of North Georgia in Dahlonega, Georgia. Previously, Dr. Broman taught at Dakota Wesleyan University in Mitchell, South Dakota (1976-77) and at Loras College in Dubuque, Iowa (1977-92). In addition to directing the UNG Singers, Le Belle Voci, and Patriot Choir, Dr. Broman has taught conducting and choral methods, diction, music appreciation, music history, and applied voice. During his tenure at the university, he has received two Presidential Awards for Service (1993 and 1995), two service awards from the university’s Student Government Association, a commendation from the Georgia State Senate (Resolution 813) in 2004 for his “dedication, commitment, and musical contributions with the UNG Patriot Choir,” a designation from the university in 2007 as the recipient of the “The Excellence in Teaching Award – Relating to Students,”  the Commander’s Award in 20ll for Public Service from the United States Army, a Certificate of Appreciation from the  Military Department in 2017 for “outstanding service and support to the Cadets and military Cadre at the University of North Georgia,” and a designation in spring 2019 as an Outstanding Faculty Member, 2018-2019 from the university’s

Student Government Association for “outstanding service to the students of the University of North Georgia.”  Dr. Broman was just recently selected by the Marquis Research Committee to receive the Albert Nelson Marquis Lifetime Achievement Award, and in fall 2019 was the recipient of the Weston H, Noble Award ”in recognition of outstanding achievement in the field of choral music.” The award was created to honor Professor Noble and his service to Luther College in Decorah, Iowa and the choral world.
The UNG Le Belle Voci has been invited to perform for the 2021 Fall Conference of the Georgia American Choral Directors Association in Spivey Hall on the campus of Clayton State University in Morrow. The choir’s performance is scheduled for the evening of Friday, October 22.

Dr. Broman, an active vocalist, performed as a soloist and chorister with the Lanier Chamber Singers from 1992 to 2004, a semi-professional choral ensemble specializing in a cappella music and located in Gainesville, Georgia. In 1998, he became director of this group, remaining in this capacity until 2001.  Dr. Broman was invited to guest direct the choir on their 25th anniversary concert in spring 2017 at Grace Episcopal Church in Gainesville. The UNG Men’s Quartet, formed by Dr. Broman in 2007, was invited to perform for a program organized and hosted by WSB-TV in Atlanta entitled Georgia Salutes America.  The program was recorded at the Georgia Aquarium on July 2, 2014 and then aired the evening of July 4, 2014. For this occasion, Dr. Broman arranged a patriotic medley incorporating the melodies of This Land is Your Land and This is My Country.

Dr. Broman is in high demand as a choral clinician and was honored to be the guest director for the 26th Annual Celebration of Life Concert held at First Presbyterian Church in St. Petersburg, Florida in spring 2011. Choral notables preceding him as festival clinician were Paul Salamunovich, Sir David Willcocks, Frederick Swan, Joseph Flummerfelt, Eph Ehly, Andre Thomas, Jo-Michael Scheibe, and Anton Armstrong, to name a few.

Dr. Lauren Ringwall is a native of Athens, Georgia and received the Doctor of Musical Arts degree from the University of Georgia. Dr. Ringwall holds the Bachelor of Music and Master of Music degrees from Georgia Southern University in Statesboro. She has been a master conductor at the Conductors Workshop with Rodney Eichenberger on several occasions and conducted the 2007 Georgia All State Senior Men’s Chorus. Dr. Ringwall maintains an active clinician and adjudicating schedule, having been included in the first class of GMEA Certified Adjudicators.

ACCOMPANISTS
Vivian Doublestein began her study of piano at age three, and by the age of twelve was actively accompanying various choral groups, instrumentalists, and summer theater productions.

A graduate of the College of Wooster in Wooster, Ohio, with a degree in piano performance, Vivian continued her studies at Michigan State University where she studied with Ralph Votapek, winner of the first Van Cliburn Competition. There she earned her masters degree in chamber music and accompanying.

Vivian served as the accompanist for the Orpheus Club in Lansing, Michigan, was staff accompanist at Northeast Missouri State (now Truman State), and was a freelance accompanist at the University of Indianapolis. She has served as church pianist in multiple locations throughout the years, and has also played for various vocal and instrumental competitions, including NATS.

A huge proponent of arts education, Vivian created The Master’s Academy of Fine Arts, a fine arts school for homeschooled children based on the six historical time periods of the arts. After serving as Executive Director for twenty years and overseeing 35 schools around the country, she returned to her first love of collaborative piano. 

Vivian currently serves as a part of the Collaborative Piano faculty at the University of North Georgia as well as a freelance accompanist in the greater Atlanta metropolitan area.

Dr. Jose Manuel Garcia is a Steinway Artist, award-winning jazz pianist, composer, arranger, orchestrator and music educator, whose musicianship in the classical repertoire has been highly recognized as well as in the jazz and Latin genres. He is the Music Director of the Gwinnett Jazz Symphony Orchestra and also serves as Collaborative Pianist for the University of North Georgia.
Prior to joining the Gwinnett Symphony Jazz Orchestra, Dr. Garcia served as Assistant Professor of Piano and Theory at Miles College in Birmingham, Alabama. Over the past fifteen years, his work as a music educator, including seven years of college teaching experience at accredited institutions, has been greatly recognized by the students and the schools.

As a solo artist, Dr. Garcia has performed in China, the United States, Venezuela, and Honduras. As a jazz pianist, Dr. Garcia has been actively performing in Atlanta and throughout the United States with internationally acclaimed artists, such as Danny Harper, Michael Philipp Mossman, Ray Vega, Bill Summers, Kemba Cofield, Jennifer Holliday, El “Cano” Estremera, Luisito Rosario, Paquito Guzman, Anthony Cruz, Willie Gonzalez, Tito Rojas, Marlon Fernandez, Oswaldo Roman, Darmon Meador, Joe Jennings, Ilona Knopfler, Luisito Carrion, Ignacio Berroa, Maria Teresa Chacin, Ashley Brown, Shem von Schroeck, and Juan Carlos Salazar.

Dr. Garcia is a founder of the International Groove Conspiracy, an Atlanta-based jazz trio which received great reviews by giants in the industry such as pianists Ahmad Jamal and Chucho Valdes. In 2005, the trio’s album Beyond Horizon was released and received great reviews nationally and internationally. The trio also performed at major venues in the nation, including the Atlanta Jazz Festival, the Montreaux Jazz Festival, the National Black Arts Festival, the Rialto Center for the Arts, Callawolde Fine Arts Center, Mable House Barnes Amphitheatre, and the Blue Note in New York City.

Dr. Garcia’s Cruz del Avila, released in December 2010, is a solo piano project, in which Ahmad Jamal describes Dr. Garcia’s pianism as “sensitive and brilliant.”
